As your constituent, I am deeply concerned that Congress is sitting on
close to $2 billion in the Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) Fund, yet is
strangely reluctant to release sufficient funding to support struggling
victim service agencies during these difficult economic times.
After all, Congress created the VOCA Fund solely to assist crime victims,
and the money – collected entirely from criminals, not taxpayers – is
there to do just that. 

I am asking you to support a one-time increase in the VOCA Fund cap to
$1 billion in the 2009 federal budget.

The need is urgent; the increase is critical.
